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Abstract

The current research aims to evaluate the content of the modern and
contemporary Arab history book for the sixth grade in the light of the
concepts of political education and peaceful coexistence by identifying.

1- Concepts that indicate the political education in the book of the history of
the Arab world modern and contemporary.

2- Concepts that indicate peaceful coexistence in the book of modern and
contemporary Arab history .

The current research is limited to the Analysis of The Sixth Literary grade
For The Year (2015) By Jafar Abbas Hamidi And Others

The student used the descriptive research method (Content analysis) to
achieve the research objective. the sample included (194) Pages after
excluding the introductions ,addresses and the questions at the end of
chapters, contents, sources and references from the analysis process .

The classification tools were divided into five Areas of political education,
which included (40) Paragraphs, and five areas of peaceful coexistence
within (40) Paragraphs, validity of the two conceptions were confirmed
after their presentation to a committee of a experts. Analysis of A Sample
of The Content Of The Book has been made by the researcher With A
Time Interval Of (30) Days And The Reliability Coefficient Has Reached
To Determine ideas, And The Naming Of Ideas (93%).




The Coefficient Of Stability Between The First Analyst And The (%90)
Second Analyst Was On The Determination Of Ideas Ratio (95%) And On
The Naming Of Ideas Ratio (90% )

The Researcher Used The Theme As A Unit For Registration, Repetition
And A Census Unit, And To Verify The Validity Of The Analysis By
Presenting Samples To A Number Of Experts.

The Results Of The Analysis Showed That There Are (3540) Ideas Included
In The History Book Of The modern And contem porary Arab Countries
For The Sixth Literary Grade, Including (1158) Idea Compatible With The
Two Conceptions Of Political Education And Peaceful Coexistence By
(32,71%). There Were (2382) (67.28%) which donot .

The political education tool achieved the highest percentage in all the
chapters of the book. The second field (political participation) came in the
first place with (66.80%). The second field was the establishment of the
values of citizenship by 15.52% The third place was (11.55%). The fourth
place was the field of (interest in human rights) by (5.54%) The fifth place
(instilling the concepts of tolerance) by (0.60%).

As For Peaceful Co-Existence, It came In The First Place, The Field Of
Peaceful Political Coexistence Was 67.06% And Peaceful Coexistence
Ranked Second With 12.4% (16.8%). The Field Of Peaceful Cultural
Coexistence Ranked Fourth With (6.82%) And Fifth Place Was The Field Of
Peaceful Religious Coexistence (2.79%). The Researcher Reached A
Number Of Recommendations:

1. Promote historical approaches to topics that emphasize the
values of tolerance, justice, renunciation of violence, sacrifice
and respect for human rights.




2. Promote the contemporary values of constitutional democracy,
freedom of opinion and expression, justice and equality before
the law, tolerance and rejection of racial and sectarian strife.

3. The Ministry of Education to reconsider the plans and policies of
the educational textbooks, including the book of history.

4. Inviting the general directorates of the curricula to promote
history books with subjects that emphasize pride in the history
and the national and Iraqi heritage.

5. The need for supervisors to emphasize the interest in concepts
that demonstrate the concept of citizenship and democratic life,
and attention to human rights and concepts of tolerance during
their visit to the teachers of history.

To complete this study, the researcher suggested the following
studies.

1. Conducting a study for the evaluation of history books and social
studies, which is composed in the light of the concepts of political
education and peaceful coexistence.

2. Conduct a study to evaluate the history books of the fourth
literary and literary fifth in light of the concepts of political
education and peaceful coexistence.

3 .Conducting a study to evaluate the history books of the fourth
literary and literary fifth in light of the concepts of globalization,
democracy, human rights.

4 .Conduct a similar study of the current study in other subjects.

5 .Conducting a study of the inclusion of the concept of political
education in history books within another study period
