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This Thesis was titled (BLOOD MONEY WITHOUT MURDER), and
consists of an introduction, preamble, and four chapters, where the
researcher focus in the introduction on the importance of the subject, and

the methodology, and the research plan.

The researcher in preamble of this study talk about the history of blood
money, the attitude of Islamic law and the law toward Blood Money
without Murder, and explain the comparison between Islamic law and

the law.

There are several sections in the first chapter, which talked about
definition of blood money and the concepts related to the subject,
legality of blood money, the multiplicity of Blood Money, and the impact

of gender and religion of the victim in blood money.

In the second chapter researcher focus on the amount of the blood
money, the origin in the blood money estimate, compared what previous
scientists say with modern trends in the amount of blood money, then he

wrote about "agla™ as a concept and if its bear blood money.

The third chapter came to talk about loss of the blood money, and it is
consisted of several sections : amnesty for blood money, return of body
parts that have been destroyed, and the Magistrate on blood money, then

the limitation prescription in Islamic law and law.

While the fourth chapter came in detail what requires the blood money,

and what is the financial duty to do so.
